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Briefing sheet for adults accompanying Squirrels, Beavers and Cubs

Thank you for offering your help today, we hope you enjoy yourself as much as we are sure the Beavers and Cubs will. These are a few pointers and rules to ensure that everyone has a great time in safety.

Your role today is to accompany a small group of children around the activities; this may include having to queue at times due to the number attending. Please ensure that;

· You know which children are in your group and where they are at all times

· That they know who you are

· That the children are wearing suitable clothing and footwear before the activities start

· You are responsible for their behaviour whilst they are in your group, if you have any problems please go and seek support from one of the organising team

· That whilst they are taking part in the activities they take turns so all children get to take part

· Whilst waiting for activities they stand sensibly and off paths away from the water
· If at any time they are going in or on the water in any type of craft they are wearing a life jacket and that it has been checked

· That they have emptied their pockets first!

· That they do not run around the edge of the lake, it will get very slippery in places

· Please remember that the general public will be walking around the lake and we do not want to get in their way

· No Beaver or Cub is to be taken away form the site by a parent (or anyone else) until they have been checked out with their leader first

· That everyone has fun and stays safe!
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
